​The XELLO framework is our digital careers platform and equips our learners with the skills required​

​to enter and progress successfully into the world of work.​

​Employer engagement is promoted through careers related talks, presentations, guest speakers and​

​other events.​

​Encounters with further and higher education are arranged at each VLUK campus and local providers​

​are invited to give presentations. Learners are also given access to many colleges/universities​

​through UCAS and are encouraged to attend relevant HE events.​

​Learners can also access individual support from their Tutors/VLUK/Heads of Campus/Careers Lead.​

​Learners are assessed regularly against set career outcomes through the ILP reviews at the end of​

​each term.​
